DISPLAY CASE
Your display case provides a viewing port to your specimens.  How you arrange and show your items is important to providing an enticing and attractive setting.  You can either spark people’s interest to take a look or fail to attract attention.  Below are some basic tips to ensure your work shows its best:
Tip #1 - Lining
1. Line the inside of your case.

2. Do not use bright colors or patterns as they take attention away from your display items.

3. Use off-white or some other pastel (gray, beige, light blue) shade more to your liking.
4. Be sure the color you select does not compete with what you are displaying.
Tip #2 - Arranging
1. Arrange your display items so the eye easily goes from one piece or one group to the next.  
2. If arranging groups of items, one large specimen can be balanced by a group of smaller ones.
3. The eye is trained to read in a straight line or follow a curved, graceful line.
4. The case should look uncluttered and uncomplicated. 
5. Place large items toward the back.
6. Put more spectacular specimens towards the center and small items in the foreground.

7. Don’t overcrowd your display.

Tip #3 – Labeling

1. Clearly identify the contents of your case.
2. Your labels should be neat and uniform in size.   
3. Ensure your identification and spellings are correct.
